    Like Moses facing the prospect of PharaohÕs 
court, most of us donÕt know what or how to 
speak.

    Books and conferences on what it means to 
bear witness in the university are sometimes 
heavy on theory and analysis and short on 
practicality and realism.  Our goal with this 
yearÕs Colloquium is not to fall pray to that trap. 

    Randy Newman, author of Questioning 
Evangelism, has some signifi cant experience 
before the same PharaohÕs court that so many of 
us in the academic world have been called to, and 
he will share what heÕs learned with us.  Our task, 
accomplished in large group discussions and 
small group sessions, will be to take those lessons 
and explore how the same Lord who empowered 
Moses to speak can do the same for us.
